Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher Education ‘Kemerovo State University’, hereinafter referred to as ‘Publisher’, represented by Vice-Rector for Scientific and Innovative Affairs  Elena Anatolyevna Zhidkova, acting in compliance with Attorney No. 309 of May 12, 2022,  as the party of the first part, and ____________________________(names of the author / authors), hereinafter referred to as the ‘Author’, as the party of the other part, collectively referred to as the ‘Parties’, have entered into this Agreement (hereinafter – the Agreement) as follows:

1. SUBJECT OF THE AGREEMENT
1.1. The Author (and each Co-author) shall transfer to the Publisher the exclusive rights to the Materials (Clause 2, paragraph 1, Art. 1236 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation) from the moment the present Agreement comes into force and on the conditions specified by this Agreement.
1.2. The Materials are a scientific article in Russian or English with the title ‘_____________________________________’, as well as corresponding illustrative materials. Volume of the Materials is ______ typographical units (1 typographical units = 40.000 characters, including spaces and punctuation marks). 

The Materials are subject to copyright in accordance with the Civil Code of the Russian Federation.

1.3. Under this Agreement, the Author provides the Publisher with an exclusive license for:

1.3.1. translation of the Materials into the English language and/or editing the Materials in the English language;
1.3.2. reproduction in the English language, i.e. production of one or more copies of the Materials as part of the journal ‘Foods and Raw Materials’ in paper and digital (electronic) form;
1.3.3. distribution of the Materials in Russian and English by selling or otherwise alienating the Materials, both in paper and in digital form, as part of the journal ‘Foods and Raw Materials’ or separately;

1.3.4. bringing the Materials, as well as the information about the Author, to the public in such a way that any person can access the Materials and the specified information from any place and at any time of their choice;
1.3.5. any other further use of the Materials translated into English and / or edited in English in all possible ways provided by art. 1270 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation worldwide without time limit.
1.4. The exclusive license under this Agreement is granted to the Publisher free of charge.
1.5. The exclusive license under this Agreement is granted to the Publisher for worldwide use.
2. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

2.1.     Rights and obligations of the Author:
2.1.1. For the term of this Agreement, the Author undertakes not to use the Materials individually within the limits established by this Agreement and not to transfer the rights to third parties.
2.1.2. The Author has the right to freely use the Materials for personal, informational, scientific, educational, and cultural purposes in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation without obtaining permission from the Publisher.
2.1.3. The Author is obliged to provide the Publisher with the electronic version of the Materials in Russian and/or English.
2.1.4. For the term of this Agreement, the Author is obliged to refrain from any actions that may impede the exercise by the Publisher of the right to use the Materials granted within the limits established by this Agreement.
2.1.5. The author authorizes the Publisher to enter into sublicense agreements for the assignment of the rights received hereunder to third parties in compliance with the terms of this Agreement.
2.1.6. The author has no right to demand reports from the Publisher on the use of the rights for the Materials.
2.1.7. The Author has the right to receive information on the progress of the work performed by the Publisher on the manuscript of the Materials.
2.1.8. The Author agrees that the Publisher does not pay the Author any royalties for the use of the Materials in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
2.1.9. The Author agrees that processing of the Author’s personal data shall be carried out in accordance with Art. 6 of the Federal Law ‘On Personal Data’ dated July 27, 2006, No. 152-ФЗ, namely: last name, first name, contact information (phone, e-mail), in order to publish the submitted article in a scientific journal.
2.2. Rights and obligations of the Publisher:

2.2.1. The Publisher is obliged to use the Materials only within the limits of the rights and in the ways provided for by this Agreement.
2.2.2. The Publisher has the right to send the manuscript of the Materials for reviewing, without providing the Author with any information about the reviewer.
2.2.3. The Publisher has the right to translate the text (its parts) of the Materials into English, edit it, make changes to the title and volume of the Materials, after obtaining approval to the editing from the Author.
2.2.4. The Publisher undertakes to publish the Materials in accordance with the deadline set by the Publisher and provide the Author (co-authors) with an electronic reprint of the Materials after its publication upon request, provided that the Publisher has the Author’s e-mail address.
2.2.5. The Publisher ensures the Author’s exclusive rights to the Materials by indicating the Copyright © sign on the front page of the article in the journal ‘Foods and Raw Materials’.
2.2.6. The Publisher distributes and uses the Materials under a Creative Commons license (hereinafter also referred to as ‘CC’), created by the non-profit organization Creative Commons (hereinafter also referred to as ‘Creative Commons Corporation’) and posted on the official website of Creative Commons at http://creativecommons.org/, including on the basis of the license CC BY 4.0.
2.2.7. The Publisher has the right to unilaterally terminate this Agreement in cases of its violation by the Author in cases specified in Clause 2.1 of this agreement.
3. GUARANTEES OF THE PARTIES
3.1.      The Author declares and guarantees:
3.1.1. The rights transferred under this Agreement do not contain any elements that may be considered as a violation of the rights (including copyright) of third parties at the time of signing of this Agreement. The Author guarantees that they are the legal owner of all rights transferred to the Publisher under this contract. The Author guarantees that the transferred rights are free from the rights and interests of any third parties and are not under arrest or other prohibition.
3.1.2. The manuscript of the Materials is an original work, submitted for consideration only to this Publisher and has not been previously published. If the Materials were written jointly with the co-authors, the Author guarantees that the co-authors have been informed about the terms of this Agreement and that the Author obtained their signatures or written permission to sign on their behalf.
3.1.3. The Materials neither contain libelous statements nor infringe on other persons’ rights (including copyrights without limitation, patent rights and the trademark right). The Materials do not contain materials or instructions that may cause harm or damage to any third parties. Publication of the Materials will not lead to disclosure of secret or confidential information (including state secrets).
3.2. The Publisher guarantees:
3.2.1. Appropriate translation of the Materials into the English language, the international standard of printing, worldwide distribution of the Materials in accordance with the received orders, protection of copyright from illegal use by third parties and respect for the personal non-property rights of the Author (co-authors) of the Materials.
                                         4. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES
4.1. The parties are responsible for any failure to fulfill or improper fulfillment of obligations imposed on them by this Agreement in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.2. The Author is liable for damages to the Publisher that may arise in case this Agreement has violated the rights of a third party.

5. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
5.1. Any and all disputes, disagreements, and other issues that arise or may arise between the Parties regarding the interpretation of the terms of this Agreement and everything related to the fulfillment by the Parties of their obligations under this Agreement, are to be resolved by the Parties only through negotiations.
5.2. In the event that the dispute cannot be settled during the negotiations, the Party that does not agree with the outcome of the negotiations is obliged to send a written claim to the other Party specifying the claim amount and its reasonable calculation (if the claim is subject to a monetary assessment); the circumstances on which the requirements are based, evidence confirming the circumstances with reference to the relevant legislation; list of appendices to the claim; other information necessary to resolve the dispute.
The claim is sent by registered letter or is handed to the other Party (its authorized representative) in person against signature.
The Party that received the claim is obliged to give a reasoned response within 15 (fifteen) working days by sending a response to the other Party (its authorized representative) either by registered letter or in person against signature.

5.3. In case of failure to reach an agreement between the Parties, disputes are subject to judicial review in accordance with the jurisdiction established by the current legislation of the Russian Federation in court at the location of the Publisher.
6. OTHER CONDITIONS

6.1. In the framework of this Agreement, the Parties specifically clarify and declare that all the provisions of this Agreement apply to the entire Materials as a whole, and to any part of it.
6.2. In accordance with Art. 428 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, this Agreement is an agreement of adhesion (offer), the terms of which are determined by the Publisher, and can be signed by the other party only by acceding to this Agreement as a whole. When the Author submits the Manuscript of the Materials for publication in the scientific journal, it is considered an acceptance, i.e. the consent of the Author to the publication of the Materials in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
6.3. In all other respects that are not stipulated by this Agreement, the Parties are guided by the legislation of the Russian Federation.
6.4. The parties are entitled to an early termination of this Agreement by mutual agreement.
6.5. This Agreement comes into force from the moment it has been signed by the Parties only if the manuscript is accepted (approved) by the editorial board of the journal for publication and is valid for the entire duration of the exclusive right.
6.6. This Agreement is made in two copies that have equal legal force, one for each of the Parties. The Parties agreed that the written form of the contract will be equally respected if they exchange documents by post, telegraph, teletype, telephone, e-mail, or other means of communication that makes it possible to establish that the document originates from the party under the contract.
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
